Self-styled Archbishop Gilbert Deya, 52, who runs one of Britain's fastest growing Evangelical churches, said his wife had been "falsely accused" after she was charged with stealing a child from a hospital in Nairobi. 

He denounced suggestions that he is being investigated by detectives probing the smuggling of babies from Kenya into Britain. 

Church leaders and medical experts have aired fears that the "miracle babies" are stolen children.
